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Introduction

This file is a MS-Word template for the Proceedings of CMMSE-2008.   It is required to submit only the paper in PDF format without page numbers and email a text file with the title and author list.  

We do not accept original MS-Word documents or latex source files, unless there is a problem that prevents you from completing this request.  In such a case, on a limited basis, the CMMSE organizers will accept your source files and do the PDF conversion in-house.  The reason for this is that MS Word is difficult to work with when figures and equations are present, especially on a different machine with a possibly different version of MS Word than the original was created on.  

The PDF file should be free of page numbers and of high quality with embedded fonts.  The conference organizers will combine all the PDF files in one and then insert page numbers.

Remember the maximum number of pages: 11 for any talk other than a plenary.  

Please prepare your contribution (in English) and send, with subject line “CMMSE,” only the PDF file by e-mail to cmmse@usal.es before 17 May, 2008 (with registration paid).   Margins should be 1.5” (3.75 cm) on the left, 1.5 (3.75 cm) on the right, and 1.2” (3 cm) on the top and bottom.   Remember that printing will be on standard US Letter size paper, 8.5”x11”, and if you are using A4 to prepare note that A4 is about 2.2 cm taller and 2.5 mm narrower than US Letter size paper.

No paper will appear in the proceedings unless the registration fee is paid or an email communication regarding payment has authorized inclusion.  If there are mitigating circumstances regarding the registration payment by that date, please email the organizers to see if a waiver will be granted.  The week of May 18-25, 2008 will be used to solve formatting problems that will arise, so it is essential to meet the deadline.   It is not necessary to have an entry in the Proceedings in order to give a talk.
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
