INTRODUCTION

This is a two-month rotation and the training program for students has been designhed
along the objectives of the Schocl of Medicine and the Mission Statement of the
University.

The rotation gives due attention to the following aspects of health care: preventive,
curative, and rehabilitative. However, the training shall emphasize the preventive
aspect, particularly primary prevention. The student is expected to learn the other
aspects of heaith care through his other rotations.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

The two-month rotation under the Department of Preventive and Community Medicine is
divided into:

1. Rotation in the Department of Preventive and Community Medicine ~ a 6-week
or 45-day rotation.
